City Council meetings are still 

taking place, but are online.  

Check the City’s website for 

details about how to watch 

and comment. 

Our Parks & Recreation Man-

ager is anxious to get Pioneer 

Park open.  The City cannot 

make it’s own orders about 

how/when to open things, we 

have to follow the orders from 

the County.  The County up to 

this point has been following 

the State Orders.  At this time 

in Pioneer Park, you can walk 

& jog through the park.  You 

can play tennis and basketball 

with people from your house-

hold.  You may also play catch, 

throw a Frisbee or do other 

similar that require sports 

equipment, with people from 

your household.
