APPLICATION: Business owners, Thalia Pharris & Sheerlie Ryngler are  requesting approval of four signs 
for their business, “Liquid Gold Juicery” at 110 York Street. The two main signs would be attached to both 
sides of the outer support structure of the existing awning, similar to signage that was approved for the prior 
“Treats” business at this location.  The other two signs are proposed to be directional in nature, directing 
pedestrians along Broad Street and Commercial Street toward the business in the middle of York Street.    
Sign Details are as follows:

REGULATORY CONSIDERATION:  
17.68.080- Signs—Requirements and Restrictions (in the Historical District) 
No sign shall be placed, erected, altered or relocated on any property within the historical district unless 
such sign is, as to its exterior appearance, compatible with the Mother Lode type of architecture, and 
unless it complies with all of the following requirements: 
 
A. No sign shall be allowed except a sign which identifies or advertises the business conducted 
on the premises.  
B. Each sign shall be affixed to a building, except that where the building is set back from the 
street to such extent that a sign affixed to the building would not be within reasonable view from 
the street, then a sign need not be so affixed, but may be located in some other manner as the 
planning commission shall approve.  
C. No sign shall project more than six feet from the face or vertical surface of the building.  
D. No sign shall project above the eave or parapet line of the building.  
E. No single sign shall exceed twenty-four square feet in area.  
F. The aggregate area of all signs of any one business entity shall not exceed twenty-four square 
feet; provided, however, that a single business entity having public customer entrances on two or 
more sides of a building may treat each such side as a separate entity.  
G. The area of an irregular sign shall be the area of the smallest rectangle which can wholly 
contain the sign.  
H. No sign shall contain any flashing, blinking or moving letters, characters or other elements, 
and the sign itself shall not move.  
I. No sign shall contain any outline tubing.  
J. Sandwich board signs or A-board signs shall not be allowed.  
K. Neon signs or signs containing any outline tubing which are sought to be located inside a 
building and which are designed to be seen from the outside of the building are prohibited. Any 
sign in violation of this subsection shall be removed immediately.  
 
Design Guidelines: The City Council made a finding that the sign was inconsistent with the Sign Design 
Guidelines, which reads as follows:  
 

“The City Council, in 1987, clarified the zoning ordinance as to signage relative to 
building entrances and they unanimously voted “that each public entrance on each 
street may have 24 square feet of signage. Multiple businesses would share the 24 
square feet and the design must be located on the side of the business entrance."  

 
This notation in the Design Guidelines  may have implications on the two directional signs, which 
are located away from the business entrance. Note that the interpretation made by Council in 1987 
was placed only in the “Design Guidelines” and not actually adopted by an Ordinance. This leaves 
room for each subsequent Council and Planning Commission bodies to consider signage on a case-
by-case basis as the guidelines are “ advisory only.”  
 
FINDINGS: In order to approve this application, the following finding must be made: 
 

1. That the exterior appearance of the proposed signage is consistent with the Mother Lode type of 
architecture (17.68.080).

APPLICATION: PG&E is proposing to remove a total of 263 trees within Nevada City around 
and beneath a power line system along West Broad Street and Orchard Street, including 103 on 
City property within the right-of-way or within Pioneer Cemetery and 160 trees on private 
properties. The tree removal is proposed as part of PG&E’s Wildfire Safety Plan and to improve 
chances of keeping the line energized during high-winds triggering Public Safety Power Shut off 
(PSPS) events. The goal of the project is to create a safe environment for PG&E to keep our 
General Business district energized during PSPS events.  

The proposal includes several species of trees at a wide range of sizes. These are documented in 
an excel spreadsheet attached. Staff has modified the spreadsheet to include only the information 
pertinent to the City in an attempt to make navigating the spreadsheet easier. One tree, noted on 
line 190 of the spreadsheet is identified as an “Atlas Cedar,” and is believed to be a Felix Gillet 
tree. All trees to be removed are painted with a yellow “X” along with the tree diameter.  

Downed vegetation treatment is proposed to be handled differently for each tree, with most being 
removed from the site completely and others cut into firewood rounds and left at the site (as 
indicated on the explanation spreadsheet). PG&E representative Joanne Drummond has indicated 
the agency’s willingness to participate in the City mitigation and replanting program by way of 
contributing to a Tree Preservation fund. Therefore, once mitigation has been prescribed by the 
planning commission, it need to be evaluated by a Landscape Architect or Arborist to determine 
an appropriate mitigation fee.  

MITGATION CONSIDERATION: Pursuant to Section 18.01.070 of the City Municipal Code, 
the Planning Commission may impose mitigation on the loss of any protected tree(s). The total 
replacement requirement shall be based on the number of tree(s) removed. Mitigation replanting 
or seedling protection shall be provided with the intent to reflect the character of the site prior to 
tree removal. Due to the number of trees and the wide area being covered, staff suggests that 
mitigation be prescribed by category of area, though the Felix Gillet Atlas Maple may warrant a 
specific mitigation focus. PG&E has indicated a preference for trees that are relatively small to 
prevent future vegetation management actions and the City’s Public Works Department has

expressed a preference for low maintenance and low water-usage species planted in locations 
that will not interfere with sewer lines. Mitigation outlined in the Ordinance specific to the Tree 
Preservation Fund is as follows: 
 

Tree Preservation Fund. A tree preservation fund is established for the city. The 
moneys received in lieu of replacement of illegally removed trees or trees removed 
through the permit process approved for in lieu mitigation shall be forwarded to the 
city clerk for deposit in the tree preservation fund. Under no circumstances shall the 
funds collected by the city clerk for the tree preservation fund be directed to any other 
fund to be used for any other purposes other than that described in Section 18.01.020 
"tree preservation fund." Upon approval of the city council, funds may be expended for 
the inspection and assistance in preservation of additionally protected trees on public 
or private properties.  

 
ENVIRONMENTAL: To be updated by the date of the meeting. Work is assumed to be under a  
Programmatic EIR.  
 
RECOMMENDED MOTION: Because of the extensive amount of tree work being proposed 
within City right-of-way, the planning commission is being asked to make a recommendation to 
the City Council for final on the tree removal proposal.  
 

1. In approving/denying the PG&E Tree Removal application, as conditioned, located near 
or under the power lines running along Broad Street, West Broad Street and Orchard 
Street, the planning commission finds: 
 

a. That utility companies are required by law to keep the lines clear of vegetation.  
 

b. That the removal of trees identified in the exhibits provided by the applicant 
are/are not necessary for reasonable prevention of power line damage during high 
wind events which have the potential to trigger PSPS events. 

 
CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL 

1. The approval for the tree removal shall expire 180-days from the issuance of the permit.   
 

2. Any firm or person removing the trees shall obtain a business license from City Hall 
 

3. Applicant is responsible for compliance with the Migratory Bird Treaty Act, handout 
attached.  
 

4. PG&E shall be responsible for obtaining permission from the property owner for tree 
removal on  any private property.  
 

5. Once mitigation has been prescribed by the planning commission, it will need to be 
evaluated by a Landscape Architect or Arborist to determine an appropriate mitigation 
fee.

CHECKLIST FOR TREE REMOVAL APPLICATION 
 
 

This packet contains filing forms and instructions for completing a tree removal application. Some  tree 
removals can be obtained from staff, such as immediate approval of any dead or diseased tree. Other tree 
removal may be forwarded to the Planning Commission for approval, such as where multiple tree removal of 
healthy trees is requested. In such cases, an arborist report would be required with application submittal. The 
following ordinance should be reviewed for standards associated with tree removal: 

 
1.   Ordinance 2004-09 -  Tree Preservation 

 
 

PROCESS: Once a complete tree application has been submitted, it will be reviewed by the City Planner and either the 
City Engineer or the Director of Public Works. Any staff approval requires two staff signatures. This review can take 
approximately 7 to 10 days but we strive to process all applications as quickly as possible. 

 
If it is agreed by staff that the Planning Commission should review the request, then the matter will be placed on the next 
available meeting. The Planning Commission meets on the 3rd Thursday of each month at 6:30 p.m. at City Hall. The 
applicant or their representative MUST be present to discuss the application at this meeting. Once approval has been 
obtained, the tree removal can occur. Any tree company removing the trees will be required to have a current Business 
License on file with Nevada City. Staff can provide the Business License form and can assist in determining if the  
company has a current license. 

 
Any decision has a 15-day appeal period from the date of approval. Unless immediate approval has been given by staff, 
then any tree removal should be scheduled after this appeal period. 

 
Mitigation measures may be applied to offset any tree removal. Examples of mitigation measures could be replacement of 
trees, or payment of an "in-lieu" fee to the established City's "Tree Preservation Fund."  This is a restricted  fund that is to  
be used for tree-related activities such as the purchase of trees, planting activities, preservation and care of trees, and 
education about trees in the City.

Danger Tree means any tree located on or adjacent to a utility right-of-way or facility that could damage utility 
facilities should it fall where: the tree leans toward the right-of-way, or (2) the tree is defective because of any 
cause, such as: heart or root rot, shallow roots, excavation, bad crotch, dead or with dead top, deformity, cracks 
or splits, or any other reason that could result in the tree or a main lateral of the tree falling. See Chapter VII, 
Hazardous Tree Identification, Powerline Fire Prevention Field Guide-1977, A Joint Publication of the California 
Department of Forestry and Fire Protection, U.S. Forest Service, and U.S. Bureau of Land Management.

PROJECT PROPOSAL:  
 
Demolition Proposal: The applicant is proposing to demolish the existing 1880-era 984 square foot residence and 
the detached garage accessed off Commercial Street.  Section 17.88.040 of the City Municipal Code prohibits the 
demolition of those buildings of special historical interest or value, or which are an example of the Mother Lode type 
of architecture unless the planning commission makes a finding that the  building is so damaged or dilapidated that it 
cannot be reasonably repaired or restored. They have attached photographs of the residence showing its extensive 
disrepair and have provided a statement from Civil Engineer, John Payne, certifying the substandard construction of 
the structure. 
 
Residential Rebuild: The applicants are proposing to construct a new two-story residence totaling 2,575 square feet 
and a new one-car garage on the same foundation as the existing garage. No elevations have been submitted for the 
garage so this feature will need to return to the Planning Commission for Architectural Review.   Proposed materials 
include cement board siding (due to fire concerns), vinyl or aluminum clad wood windows and metal or composite 
shingle roof. However, Design Guidelines suggest that alterations to older homes match existing, historic materials. 
Synthetic materials with no historic basis are discouraged on both existing older home additions and renovations, 
with limited exception for windows which may be metal clad in cases that mimic the proportions of an historic wood 
profile.  The applicant has indicated that color will be “determined in collaboration with the Planning Commission,”  
though they have indicated some color preferences in the Architectural Review application.

Tree Removal Proposal: The applicant is also requesting to remove a Tree of Heaven (in the front, affecting the 
structure), and Incense Cedar, Windmill Palm and a Giant Sequoia for a total of four trees. All are being removed in 
order to accommodate the new structures and residential parking.  The applicant has submitted photos of the trees to 
be removed.  

 
REGULATORY CONSIDERATIONS:  
Architectural Review:  The Planning Commission, in their role as the Architectural Review Committee, is required 
to review proposals for the erection or exterior alterations of any structure, or the remodel, demolition, or razing of 
any structure. Findings must be made that structures are consistent with Motherlode Architecture and compatible 
with the surrounding neighborhood. Section 17.68.030 defines “Mother Lode type of architecture” as that type of 
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architecture generally used in the Mother Lode region of the state of California during the period from 1849 and 
1900.Such type of architecture involves the use of wood and brick as primary material, and is generally characterized 
by such design features such as gabled or shed roofs, tall and narrow windows and doors, dormer windows, iron or 
wooden shutters balconies, wooden awnings, and ornamental scroll work.” 
 
Demolition: Section 17.88.040 of the City Municipal Code prohibits the demolition of those buildings of special 
historical interest or value, or which are an example of the Mother Lode type of architecture unless the planning 
commission makes a finding that the building is so damaged or dilapidated that it cannot be reasonably repaired or 
restored. The planning commission may require the applicant to pay for city staff or one or more expert consultants 
to evaluate the historical significance and/or condition of the building.  
 
Tree Preservation: Pursuant to Section 18.01.070 of the City Municipal Code, the Planning Commission may 
impose mitigation on the loss of any protected tree(s). The total replacement requirement shall be based on the 
number of tree(s) removed. Mitigation replanting or seedling protection shall be provided with the intent to reflect 
the character of the site prior to tree removal. 
 
Environmental Review: Because the residential use is permitted by right in the GB zoning designation, local 
authority can only be ministerial in nature. Sections 21080 of the Public Resource Code, of the California 
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), exempts ministerial projects from environmental review.   
 
RECOMMENDED MOTION: 

A. Make a Motion to Approve the  Demolition Application for the new residence making the findings 1 and 2 
pursuant to Sections 17.88.040 and of the City Municipal Code: 

1) That the  residence and garage at 414 Broad Street do not hold special historical interest or value and/or 
are not an example of Motherlode architecture; OR 

2) That the that the structures are so dilapidated that they cannot be reasonably repaired  

B. Make a Motion to Approve the Architectural Review Application for the proposed residence making the 
findings 1 and 2 pursuant to Section 17.88.040 of the City Municipal Code: 

1) That the proposed residence is generally compatible with Motherlode style Architecture; and 

2) That the proposed residence is compatible with the context of the surrounding neighborhood; and 

C. Make a Motion to Approve the Tree Removal Applications making the findings 1 through 4 pursuant to 
Section 18.01.070 of the City Municipal Code: 

1) That the removal of the four trees identified in the exhibits provided by the applicant are necessary for 
reasonable use of the property. 

RECOMMENDED CONIDTIONS OF APPROVAL:  

1. Nevada City contracts with the Nevada County Building Department for issuance of permits.  The County will 
not issue permits unless the plans have been stamped and approved by Nevada City.  Therefore, prior to issuance 
of a building permit, submit three sets of plans to Nevada City Planning Department, along with a filing fee of 
$100 (made payable to the City of Nevada City).  The plans will be reviewed by the City Planner and City 
Engineer for consistency with the approval and will require their signatures.   

2. All improvements shall substantially comply with the exhibits presented and approved by the Planning 
Commission.  

3. If approved for demolition the one-car garage shall be reviewed by the planning commission for Architectural 
Review. 

4. Any firm or person removing the trees shall obtain a business license from City Hall 

5. A Planning Commission member may be appointed as a Liaison to assist the applicant with any minor 
modifications to the permit, if needed.

We have been asked to review the structural condition of the house at 414 Brad Street in Nevada City.  

On July 1, 2020 we made a site visit and observed the exterior, the interior and the basement of the 

house.  The basement is a brick vault that is smaller than the footprint of the house. 

There was no perimeter concrete foundation, the house was sitting directly on the ground.  The 

perimeter walls were “single wall” construction so there is no lateral (seismic and wind resisting) system 

per the current Building Code.  The few remaining floor elements are inadequate, and the roof structure 

has started to fail.  The brick basement structure below the floor could possible be salvaged if the new 

building could be designed to span over the existing basement. 

It is our opinion that the building is so damaged from the elements and time that it is unusable and 

cannot reasonably be repaired or restored.

To preserve their right to record a lien, each 
subcontractor and material supplier must provide you 
with a document called a ‘20-day Preliminary Notice.’ 

The purpose of the notice is to 
let you know that the person who sends you the notice 
has the right to record a lien on your property if he or she 
is not paid.  

BE CAREFUL. The Preliminary Notice can be sent up to 
20 days after the subcontractor starts work or the 
supplier provides material. This can be a big problem if 
you pay your contractor before you have received the 
Preliminary Notices. You will not get Preliminary Notices 
from your prime contractor or from laborers who work on 
your project. The law assumes that you already know 
they are improving your property.  

PROTECT YOURSELF FROM LIENS. You can protect 
yourself from liens by getting a list from your contractor of 
all the subcontractors and material suppliers that work on 
your project. Find out from your contractor when these 
subcontractors started work and when these suppliers 
delivered goods 
or materials. Then wait 20 days, paying attention to the 
Preliminary Notices you receive.  

PAY WITH JOINT CHECKS. One way to protect yourself 
is to pay with a joint check. When your contractor tells 
you it is time to pay for the work of a subcontractor or 
supplier who has provided you with a Preliminary Notice, 
write a joint check payable to both the contractor and the 
subcontractor or material supplier.

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A. Residential Projects within Historical District

City zoning regulations require a permit for construction or alteration of the exterior appearance 
of any building, including residences, within the Historical District (or contiguous to the streets 
and alleys of the Historical District, even when across the street), be processed with submittal of 
an Architectural Review application to be considered and acted upon by the Advisory Review 
Committee and/or the Planning Commission to assure that the proposed work will be in strict 
keeping with the Mother Lode era. The ‘Mother Lode’ type of architecture within the Historical 
District that gives Nevada City its unique character is defined as ‘…that type of architecture 
generally used in the Mother Lode region of the state of California during the period from 1849 
and 1900 and which are exemplified in Nevada City [by the buildings depicted on pages 17, 18 
and 19 of these guidelines.’ The goal of architectural review for the permit is to preserve the 
character of Nevada City architecture in terms of historical value, site coverage and planning, 
volume and massing, general design and materials.  These Guidelines include many historic and 
current photos illustrating the Mother Lode type of architecture Nevada City wants to preserve 
and protect.  The City Planner can also assist in providing guidance and oversight of the permit 
application. 

Materials – General Guidelines 
The historic exterior features of a building should be retained and preserved.  Distinctive 
materials, components, finishes, and examples of craftsmanship should be retained and 
preserved.  Owners are encouraged to reproduce missing historic elements that were original to 
the building, but have been removed.  Physical or photographic evidence should be used to 
substantiate the reproduction of missing features. 

Deteriorated or damaged historic features and elements shall be repaired rather than replaced, 
wherever possible.  Where the severity of deterioration or existence of structural or material 
defects requires replacement, the feature or element should match the original in composition, 
design, color, dimension, texture, material, and finish, and other visual qualities 

Each site should be recognized as a physical record of its time, place and use.  Owners are 
discouraged from introducing architectural elements or details that visually modify or alter the 
original building design when no evidence of such elements or details exists.   

New additions, exterior alterations, or related new construction shall not destroy historic 
materials or features that characterize the site or building. 

Applicants are encouraged to submit samples of building materials (windows, siding, roofing, 
etc. when possible) for the Planning Commission’s review. 

State Historical Building Code 
The State Historical Building Code, established in 1975, and part of the California Building 
Code helps to “facilitate the preservation and continuing use of qualified historical buildings or 
properties while providing reasonable safety for the building occupants and access for persons 
with disabilities.”  Nevada City’s Historical District, being listed on a qualified National 
Register of Historic Places, qualifies for recommendation to utilize such Code.   
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The Planning Commission, when reviewing projects within the Historical District, can 
recommend to the Nevada County Building Official that certain architectural features that do not 
meet current building code be permitted under the Historical Building Code.  For example, 
railing heights are currently 42” but were 36” or lower in the past.  The Commission’s 
recommendation to retain that historic railing height can be reviewed by the Building Official for 
compliance with safety issues.  Another example of using the Historical Building Code involves 
retention of window design and dimensions on older buildings 

Features typical of Mother Lode era architecture such as: 

• Roof Pitches.  Main roofs steeply peaked (6:12 to 12:12 pitch) with overhangs and
gable ends are typical. Hipped roofs in the appropriate architectural context are
allowed. (Victorian homes were often very vertical in appearance and the
relationship of the size of the house to the roof should be considered).

• Siding for Existing Home and other Structures.  Painted wood horizontal siding,
board and batten are encouraged. Cement fiber board, vinyl siding, and other
synthetic siding (such as T-111 siding) is discouraged in older neighborhoods
particularly when the neighborhood is in close proximity to pre-1942 homes or if
the home itself is pre-1942 or exhibits a style which is not complemented by these
types of siding.

• Materials, New Homes.  Materials on new homes and other structures will be
reviewed against the context of the neighborhood.  If modern materials are used,
they should match historic materials in appearance.

• Materials, Older Homes.   Alterations to older homes should match existing, historic
materials. Synthetic materials with no historic basis are discouraged on both
existing older home additions and renovations.

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• Trim, railings, and details should have a historic basis and fit the style of the
existing home or new structure.

• Roofing material.  Asphalt shingles and metal roofing in muted non-glare colors
such as tans, blacks, browns, and greens have historically been approved on new
homes and additions.  The use of corrugated metal has also been approved.

• Solar Panels/Skylights.  New roof features should be visually minimized when
viewed from the primary public right-of-way

• Exterior Colors.    Historical colors are encouraged for commercial and residential
buildings in the Historical District.  Samples of such colors are available at City
Hall.  City staff can approve like-for-like color repainting; however changes in
colors require Commission approval.

• Covered porches and entries.  Such entries and porches usually have lower roof
pitches than the main roof.

Wood
windows and true divided lights are generally required of additions, renovations and
newly constructed homes in older neighborhoods though existing window types may
be duplicated.

Discussion on Wood Windows 
The Design Guidelines have, in the past, preferred the use of historically correct wood 
windows. The design of windows is continuously evolving as they become more efficient and 
maintenance free.  Wood windows require maintenance throughout their life time, mainly 
painting. Because of these maintenance issues, the wood window is not as popular as the 
same window with “cladding” on the wood exposed to the weather. The cladding replaces the 
layers of paint on the wood window. The cladding can be several materials with aluminum and 
vinyl being the most popular. The cladding protects the wood and usually never needs painting. 
This is good for the homeowner and the environment. 

There are two important points to be made. First, this discussion is not relative to a vinyl or 
aluminum window but is for discussion of a clad wood window. It is difficult to make a solid vinyl 
or aluminum window match the proportions of the true wood window. Secondly, referring to the 
two images below of an actual wood window and the same window with white colored cladding, 
it is easy to see that the proportions and dimensions as basically identical. 

There also are windows made from fiberglass for strength and low maintenance. The Planning 
Commission will consider the fact that if the windows have the same proportions of a wood 
window, they can possibly be considered as meeting the Cityʼs requirements.

RECOMMENDATION: 

1. Environmental Action: Find Exempt  pursuant to CEQA Guidelines  15301(e)
2. Project Action: Conditional Approval of the Use Permit

BACKGROUND: At the meeting on July 16, 2020 
the planning commission approved the applicant’s 
architectural review application related to a new 
paint scheme, window and door replacements, and 
a new entry arbor.  At a special meeting held on 
July 24, 2020 the planning commission made a 
zoning determination, with special findings, that 
use of the existing building at 426 Broad Street is 
appropriate as a wellness spa as proposed by the 
applicant. The commission also conditionally 
approved a fence replacement. A Conditional Use 
Permit is needed for the proposed use of the 
outdoor patio because while the proposed use is 
similar to the existing restaurant use, that outdoor 
restaurant use operated as a legal non-conforming 
use without ever having been issued a conditional 
use permit for that space. 

The National Register inventory does not include a 
description for this property. The 1898 Sanborn map 
identifies the building use as a dwelling.  

1898 Sanborn Map Excerpt 
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PROJECT DESCRIPTION: Prospective property owner Rachel Budde is proposing to utilize the existing 
outdoor patio area at 426 Broad Street for a dining and seating area as an ancillary use of the approved spa 
business.  The property is within a base zoning district of General Business (GB) which allows for outdoor 
restaurant use with approval of a Conditional Use Permit. Budde plans to retain the existing outdoor tables and 
chairs utilized by the prior restaurant. Acoustical music may be present during business hours of 9AM to 6PM. 
Staff has included a condition of approval indicating that noise is required to comply with the City’s Noise 
Ordinance outlined in Chapter 8.20 of the City Municipal Code.  
 
REGULATORY CONSIDERATIONS: 
Use Permit Regulations: In considering an application for a conditional use, the commission shall give due 
regard to the nature and condition of all adjacent uses and structures. In authorizing a conditional use, the 
commission may impose such requirements and conditions with respect to location, construction, 
maintenance, and operation, in addition to those expressly stipulated in the Municipal Code for the particular 
use, as they may deem necessary for the protection of adjacent properties and the public interest.  
 
Zoning And General Plan Consistency:  The General Commercial (GC) General Plan designation and 
General Business (GB) base zoning district in which the project is located is intended to provide a location for 
the sale of commodities, performance of services, repair facilities, tourist oriented sales, and other types of 
general enterprise. The GB zone can also accommodate mixed use residential uses. The inclusion of mixed use 
residential land uses in commercial areas is encouraged to increase the area's population and pedestrian 
activity while reducing air pollution, energy consumption and transportation costs. Outdoor dining  is 
considered compatible with the “GB” designation provided that it complies with Conditions of Approval.  
                    
Environmental Review:  Staff is recommending that the project is exempt from environmental review 
pursuant to §15301(e) of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) guidelines. The CEQA Guidelines 
for Categorical Exemption §15301, Existing Facilities  “consists of… minor alterations of existing public or 
private structures or facilities…involving no or negligible expansion of use.”  
 
Noticing: The Use Permit Amendment was distributed for agency comment on August 5, 2020. No adverse 
comments have been received and no added conditions are recommended. Notice of the public hearing was 
published in The Union on Saturday, August 8, 2020 and was distributed to property owners within 300-feet 
of the subject location on August 10 10, 2020. As of the writing of this staff report, no public comments have 
been received.  
 
RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends the Planning Commission take the following actions: 
 
1) Determine this project categorically exempt from environmental review pursuant to Section 15301(e) of 

the California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines, which exempts “minor alterations of existing public 
or private structures or facilities…involving no or negligible expansion of use.”. 

 
2) Approve the proposed Use Permit subject to the Conditions of Approval as conditioned below, or as may 

be modified at the public hearing, making findings, a-e, pursuant to Sections 17.88.20 of the Nevada City 
Municipal Code: 

a) That this project as conditioned is consistent with the General Commercial (GC) General Plan land 
use designation applicable to this project site; and 

b) The proposed use, as conditioned is consistent with the purposes of the General Business (GB) base 
zoning district which allows public and quasi-public uses with an approved use permit; and 

c) The proposed use as conditioned will not jeopardize, adversely affect, or be detrimental to public 
health, safety, and welfare or to the surrounding property and residents; and 

d) Adequate public facilities and public services exist within the project area and are available to serve 
the project without decreasing service levels to other area; and 
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e) The conditions below are deemed necessary to protect the public health, safety, and general welfare.  

RECOMMENDED CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL: 

1. The use permit is granted for use of the existing patio for use as outdoor dining as an ancillary use 
to the approved Kosmos Spa(ce) business.  

2. All noise associated with the outdoor dining area including any acoustical music, shall be 
consistent with the Nevada City Noise Ordinance, Chapter 8.20 of the Nevada City Municipal 
Code. All outdoor music shall be acoustical during business hours, and not to occur outside of 
daytime hours of 7am to 9pm.    

3. All installed outdoor lighting shall require architectural review and shall be in compliance with  
Section 17.80.215, including use of energy-efficient (high pressure sodium, low pressure sodium, 
hard-wired compact fluorescent, light emitting diodes (LED) or other lighting technology that is of 
equal or greater efficiency) fixture/lamps.

BACKGROUND: Staff has received several requests for processing commercial and residential 
generators to be used in the event of emergency electrical power outages, with particular concern about 
PG&E Public Safety Power Shut-Off events. The Municipal Code does not currently include land use 
regulations specific to standby generators. There are currently no standards for location or aesthetics 
and in some cases no clear authority to permit at all, or else a requirement for a lengthy conditional use 
permit process. At their July 23, 2020 meeting, City Council directed staff to prepare and present an 
Ordinance option to regulate commercial and residential generators in a manner that provides objective 
standards for administrative processing 

DRAFT ORDINANCE (Stationary Standby Generators): The draft Ordinance provides objective 
standards in terms of aesthetics, noise attenuation, and other land use parameters so that there is an 
administrative process available to businesses and residential applicants seeking to install a stationary 
standby generator to provide power during emergency electrical power outages. As drafted, any 
generator with a power output in excess of 10,000 watts would require a Conditional Use Permit. 
Anything below that power output could be processed through a Minor Architectural Review 
application subject to the standards outlined in the Ordinance with a supplemental application material 
checklist as outlined. These generators would only be permitted to run “during interruptions of 
electrical service from the distribution system or transmission grid due to circumstances beyond the 
operator’s control.” The Ordinance also requires that an applicant demonstrate screening if placed 
within a street-side setback and requires that it be placed in a manner visible from public views if 
proposed within the Historic District. Generators are also required to comply with the City’s Noise 
Ordinance outlined in Chapter 8.20 of the Municipal Code. Note that staff is currently working on an 
update of the Noise Ordinance to allow for a specific exception to noise standards that will be 
applicable to emergency generator use, to allow for a modest increase in decibel limits. 

NOTICING: The Use Permit was distributed for agency comment on August 7, 2020. Notice of the 
public hearing was published in the Union newspaper August 8, 2020.  As of the writing of this staff 
report, no public comments have been received.  
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ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW: Staff recommends that the project be found exempt from 
environmental review pursuant to §15301 (Class 1) of the California Environmental Quality Act 
(CEQA) guidelines. The CEQA Guidelines for Categorical Exemption §15301, allows for operation, 
repair, maintenance, permitting, leasing, licensing, or minor alteration of existing public or private 
structures, facilities, mechanical equipment, or topographical features, involving negligible or no 
expansion of use beyond that existing at the time of the lead agency’s determination. Consistent with 
this exemption, the Ordinance will regulate stationary standby generators to provide power to 
existing permitted uses and only during electrical emergency power outage events and will not 
provide for an expansion of use.   
 
RECOMMENDATION:  

1. Recommend to City Council that that they approve Resolution 2020-XX finding Draft 
Ordinance 2020-XX is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act pursuant to 
CEQA Guidelines Sections 15301

SECTION 17.80.240 Of Title 17 Of The Nevada City Municipal Code Entitled “AN ORDINANCE

determined that it is exempt from review under the California Environmental Quality Act pursuant to 
Title 14, Chapter 3, California Code of Regulations: 

The subject Ordinance is categorically exempt from review under CEQA Guidelines 
§15301 (Class 1) of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) guidelines. The 
CEQA Guidelines for Categorical Exemption §15301, allows for operation, repair, 
maintenance, permitting, leasing, licensing, or minor alteration of existing public or 
private structures, facilities, mechanical equipment, or topographical features, involving 
negligible or no expansion of use beyond that existing at the time of the lead agency’s 
determination; and. 

WHEREAS the Ordinance will regulate stationary standby generators to provide power to existing 
permitted uses only during electrical emergency power outage events and will not provide for an 
expansion of use;  

WHEREAS, a Notice of Exemption has been prepared for the Project. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Nevada City as follows: 

Section 1. Based on the review and determination of the Planning Department, the Planning 
Commission of the City of Nevada City finds that the Project is exempt from review under the 
California Environmental Quality Act. 

Section 2. The Notice of Exemption attached hereto as Exhibit 1 is recommended for approval for 
the Project. 

Section 3. Upon approval of the Project by the City Council, the City Clerk may file the Notice of 
Exemption with the County Clerk of Nevada County and, if the Project requires a discretionary 
approval from any state agency, with the State Office of Planning and Research, pursuant to the 
provisions of Section 21152(b) of the Public Resources Code and the State EIR Guidelines 
adopted pursuant thereto.

WHEREAS, the City of Nevada City, California ("City") is a municipal corporation, 
duly organized under the constitution and laws of the State of California; and 

 
WHEREAS, the utility PG&E has implemented a Public Safety Power Shutoff (PSPS) 

program whereby all customers in any given area could have their power shut off for multiple 
days; and 

 
WHEREAS, the City of Nevada City has received recent inquiries from residents and 

business owners about the use of generators for homes and commercial businesses. 
 
WHEREAS, the noise ordinance of the City of Nevada City Municipal Code provides 

for measures to protect the peace and quiet of neighborhoods and community solitude and 
does not anticipate the possibility of PG&E power shutoffs and resulting interest in backup 
generators for homes and businesses; and 

 
WHEREAS, the zoning ordinance of the City of Nevada City Municipal Code provides 

for measures to protect the aesthetics of neighborhoods and the community and does 
adequately address aesthetics of backup generators for homes and businesses; and 

 
WHEREAS, on July 23, 2020, City Council requested that an item be placed on the 

City Council agenda to consider possible adoption of an ordinance providing for an 
administrative process to allow backup generators during emergency electrical power 
interruptions  

 
WHEREAS, such generators can be an important safety element during a power 

outage by maintaining power for refrigeration systems and medical equipment. 
 
WHEREAS, on August 20, 2020, the Planning Commission held a duly-noticed public 

hearing and considered the staff report, recommendations by staff, and public testimony 
concerning the proposed ordinance;  

 
WHEREAS, the City Council held a duly-noticed public hearing for a first reading on 

______________________, and a second reading on ______________________and 
considered the staff report, recommendations by staff,  recommendations by the Planning 
Commission, and public testimony concerning the proposed ordinance;  

 



 
 

 
NOW THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NEVADA CITY DOES 

ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 
 

Section 1. Section 17.80.240 is hereby added to read as follows: 
17.80.240 – Stationary Standby Generators—Purpose and definitions.  
A. Purpose. The City of Nevada City finds and declares that stationary standby 

generators can be an important safety feature during an electrical power outage by 
maintaining power for refrigeration systems and medical equipment. If unregulated, 
standby generators can be noise and aesthetic nuisances and can also compromise 
the safety and welfare of the community.    

 
It is the intent of Nevada City to encourage use of stationary standby generators 
during temporary interruptions in electrical power and, additionally, to impose 
standards will enhance the safety of the community without compromising aesthetics 
or the quite enjoyment of neighborhoods  
 

B. Findings. 
 (1) It is necessary to regulate the aesthetic impacts of stationary standby 

generators, because if stationary standby generators are located in areas without 
locational regulations or screening requirements they may be unsightly and 
therefore, detract from the aesthetic and design requirements of the Nevada City 
Municipal Code requirements thereby leading to a decline in property values within 
the City. 

 (2)  Regulating air quality impacts of stationary standby generators in necessary 
to protect the health and safety of residents and visitors, because without air quality 
limits exhaust from individual or collective stationary standby generators may cause 
respiratory and health problems. 

 (3) Regulating noise levels and hours of operations of stationary standby 
generators is necessary to protect the health and safety of residents and visitors 
because exposure to excessive noise levels, especially for prolonged periods, 
causes hearing damage or loss and other health conditions.   

    
C. Definitions.  
(1) “Stationary standby generator” means a non-portable, hardwired generator intended 

for permanent installation.   
 
 
17.80.241 – Stationary Standby Generators—General.  
 
(A) A stationary standby generator may operate only during interruptions of electrical 

service from the distribution system or transmission grid due to circumstances 
beyond the operator’s control.  



 
 

(B) Prior to installation of a stationary standby generator, the property owner shall obtain a 
Minor Architectural Review approval from the City Planning Department.  
Applications must meet the criteria set forth in Section 17.80.242.  

 
17.80.242 – Stationary Standby Generators—Application for Stationary Standby Generator 
permit.  
 
A.   A Minor Architectural Review approval may be issued only for proposals that meet 

and continue to conform with all requirements below and as specified in the City of 
Nevada City Municipal Code.  
(1) Stationary standby generators that have a power output of 10,000 watts or 

less may be located in all zones within the City except for Open Space (OS). 
Any Generator with a power output in excess of 10,000 watts shall be 
approved with a Conditional Use Permit. 

(2) Air Quality: An Authority to Construct/Permit to Operate issued by the 
Northern Sierra Air Quality Management District (NSAQMD) is required for 
any diesel-fired generator engine greater than 50 horsepower before such 
generator is placed into operation. Such permits shall be good for one year 
and renewed on an annual basis.  

(3) Noise Standards:  
a. Applicant shall demonstrate that the generator complies with noise 

standards outlined in Chapter 8.20 of the City Municipal Code. 
b.   Test cycles shall only run during day time hours of 7AM to 9PM. 

(4) Aesthetics:  
a. All stationary standby generators shall be located outside of the 

front yard setback or outside a corner street-side yard unless 
adequate screening by fencing, landscaping or other method is 
demonstrated on the site plan.  

b. All stationary standby generators proposed within the Historic 
District shall be located in such a manner so as not to be visible 
from public views. 

(5) Location: Stationary standby generators shall not be allowed within a 
property easement unless the easement expressly permits the generator. 

(6) Safety: Stationary standby generators shall be equipped with a disconnect 
pursuant to Section 15.08.045, Auxiliary Power Generator, of the City 
Municipal Code. 

(7) Following the City’s Minor Architectural Review approval, the applicant shall 
obtain an electrical/plumbing permit from the Nevada County Building 
Department, acting on behalf of the City. 

 
B.   A minor architectural review application shall be submitted by the owner of the 

parcel and shall be filed with the city planner on the city-approved application form 
and subject to the established fee and the following additional checklist: 

 
(1) A digital copy of the site plan or three (3) copies if hard copies are submitted;  



 
 

(2) The brand, model, KW-output stationary standby generator to be installed; 
(3) The brand, model, and specifications of the transfer switch to be utilized; 
(4) Location of stationary standby generator, transfer switch, raceways, and fuel 

gas piping to/from unit, mounting surface of stationary standby generator; 
(5) Size dimensions of the stationary standby generator; 
(6) Type of fuel supply for the stationary standby generator; and 
(8) Signed “Stationary Standby Generator Declaration.” 

 
SECTION 2.  CEQA. This Ordinance is exempt from the California Environmental 

Quality Act (CEQA) under CEQA Guidelines section 15301 because CEQA only applies to 
projects which have the potential to have a significant impact on the environment and 
because the installation of an emergency standby generator will serve an existing  permitted 
commercial or residential use of the property and will not involve an expansion of that use, 
but rather allows for continuance of the permitted use during temporary interruptions of 
electrical power. 

 
SECTION 3.  Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective on the 31st day 

after adoption.   
 
SECTION 4.  Severability.  If any portion of this ordinance is found to be 

unenforceable, each such provision shall be severed, and all remaining portions of this 
ordinance shall be enforced to the maximum extent legally permissible. 

 
SECTION 5.  Certification.  The City Clerk shall certify to the passage and adoption 

of this ordinance as required by law.

BACKGROUND: On February 7, 2018 City Council directed City staff to identify and present 
options for one-way or closed streets for downtown as part of their six-month strategic objectives.  
City staff worked with the Future of Nevada County (FoNC), a citizen group, to develop options for 
pedestrian friendly streets. This included a public participation process for consideration of various 
options for pedestrian friendly streets including partial closure, full closure or one-way streets. This 
process included resident and merchant surveys, three public workshops (March 8, 2018, June 2, 
2018 and July 24, 2018), and City staff review by Police/ Fire/ Public Works and Engineering 
Departments. Notices of public meetings were posted in the Union newspaper, and sent by mail to 
members of Chamber of Commerce and hand delivered to property owners located along portions of 
Commercial Street and York Street. Lower Commercial Street and York Street were identified as 
potential project sites suitable for pedestrian-friendly streetscape/town square space. Survey results 
were presented to the City Council on September 12, 2018. 

At the January 23rd, 2019 City Council meeting, a project plan for a more pedestrian friendly 
Commercial Street was presented for preliminary review and public comment. City staff received 
comments and direction was directed by Council to prepare a traffic study prior to further review. 
City staff subsequently collected traffic data for lower Commercial Street in its configuration as a 
narrow two-way street with the boardwalk.

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On Jan. 23, 2019 City Staff also received City Council input on the plan requesting 1) that the street 
remain open for vehicular traffic (with consideration of one-way);  2) that parking be preserved 
where possible and 4) that the re-design of Commercial Street be presented to the Planning 
Commission for project review.  
 
On April 24, 2019 City Council approved a One-Way Street Pilot Project, to allow the continuation 
of the traffic study to observe the traffic circulation and pedestrian activity with a one-way street and 
to allow time for driver awareness and traffic patterns to change and adjust to the one-way street 
conversion. Signage for the one-way street was put in place by City Public Works and over a 6 
month period, City staff from the Police, Fire, Public Works and Engineering Departments monitored 
the streets as it relates to traffic flow, safety and circulation.    On January 8, 2020, City Council was 
presented with the field review data and analysis of One-Way Street Pilot Project, and approved the 
permanent posting of one-way streets at York Street (between Broad and Commercial) and 
Commercial Street (between Main and Broad). 
 
On May 8, 2020 City staff submitted a project nomination for SB1 funding (as authorized by 
Resolution 2018-31).     SB1 funding is expected to contribute approximately 50% of the funding for 
the overall project.    Senate Bill 1 (SB 1 ), is the Road Repair and Accountability Act of 2017 
(Chapter 5, Statutes of 2017) passed by the Legislature and Signed into law by the Governor in April 
2017 to address the significant multi-modal transportation funding shortfalls statewide.    On August 
13, 2020 California Transportation Commission voted to approve the City’s allocation request.   
 
APPLICATION: Phase II Commercial Street improvements consists of roadway rehabilitation of 
approximately 600 linear feet of Commercial Street, widening of the sidewalk, enhanced at 
intersections to provide safe, convenient and efficient pedestrian access within the Downtown 
Historic District.    The project includes replacement of deteriorated pavement and sidewalks and 
drainage improvements.    Phase I improvements are substantially complete and consisted of 
underground utility pipe replacements for Water, Sewer and Storm Drain.     The remaining utility 
work will be completed with Phase II. 
 
 
 
Anticipated benefits of Commercial Street Phase II (Project) consists of: 

• Pavement and sidewalk rehabilitation to extend useful life of the roadway 
• Improved roadway intersections and crosswalks for pedestrian safety and for reduction of 

pedestrian / vehicle conflicts 
• Compliance with current building codes and ADA requirements 
• Provision for safe, convenient and efficient pedestrian access within the Downtown 

Historic District 
• Improved cross-slope for drainage 
• Reduced traffic congestion by improving circulation with proper travel lane widths and curb 

returns at intersections, which is expected to reduce vehicle emissions. 
• Accommodation of the frequent use by multiple-modes of transportation, including 

pedestrian and vehicular use and bike parking with connectivity to businesses, government 
buildings, restaurants, shops and bars. 

 
Commercial Street sustains significant use by pedestrians and vehicles both during the work day and 
during evenings and weekends due to the restaurants, shops and bars in this area. The heavy use has 
contributed to the postponement of much needed street rehabilitation, due to relative inconvenience 
to users of the corridor. Rehabilitation and resurfacing of the street was last completed in the 1980’s. 
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In 2017, the City Council prioritized this street for rehabilitation to extend its useful life by 20 years 
or more.     
 
ENVIRONMENTAL: On May 13, 2020, City Council adopted Resolution 2020-29, a Resolution of 
the City Council of the City of Nevada City, State of California, approving a Notice of Exemption 
(NOE) for Commercial Street Phase II Improvements 
 
PLANNING COMMISSION ACTION 

a. After considering public comment and reviewing the Commercial Street Phase II 
conceptual plan, make a recommendation to City Council to proceed with Phase II 
pedestrian-friendly street improvements with modification as needed.
