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TITLE:  Old Airport Property Survey Results 
RECOMMENDATION: Review survey results and direct staff on whether additional information is desired before drafting a Master Plan document and draft design concept.

BACKGROUND:  
At the July 25, 2018 meeting, Council approved an Old Airport Survey questionnaire and directed staff to disseminate it to the public. The survey was posted on the City’s website and hard copies were provided at City Hall.  Notification of the survey was provided to residents in the September 2018 Newsletter, distributed to residents with their water/sewer bills and also sent via email to the notification list created for the Old Airport property at prior workshops and public meetings. A link to the survey was also located on the City’s home page and announced at several public meetings. The survey was active from September 6 through October 31, 2018 and staff received a total of 54 responses. 
SURVEY RESULTS: 
The attached document provides a graphical representation of the responses for each question provided in the survey. Community priorities appear to encourage use of the property for trail development, general-use recreation and open-space and solar energy production infrastructure. Several responders also indicate a need to address wildfire prevention, traffic and noise impacts. All of these potential impacts are required to be examined as part of an environmental document prepared pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). Any mitigation recommended as a result of that analysis would likely be included in the Master Plan document. 
STAFF RECOMMENDATION: 
Staff is seeking direction on whether or not additional information is desired before drafting a design concept and Master Plan document. If additional information is desired, direct staff as to the type of information sought and the method of information gathering.  If Council is ready to see a draft design concept, provide direction on whether or not to seek professional consultant services for its preparation or to have it prepared by staff. A staff prepared concept will undoubtedly be more cost-effective to the City, but will be dependent on required time to prepare such a document in light of other staff responsibilities. 

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS:  
If a consultant is used to draft the Master Plan concept, the City will need to determine a funding source for such services. Once a concept is drafted, the City will need to consider consultant quotes for special studies and surveys that are required in order to inform preparation of the environmental document pursuant to CEQA for the development of a final Master Plan document.
